THANK YOU FOR YOUR CONTINUED SUPPORT THIS YEAR!
During the months of September and October, the construction team has 

focused on continuing to make progress in the Multi-Purpose Activity Center 

(MAC), which will serve as the district’s cafeteria and flexible event space, and 

the remainder of the building’s spine that will house many of our academic 

and career-technical programs. Throughout the spine, the contractors 

continue with fireproofing, masonry walls, stud walls, electrical, HVAC, and 

plumbing lines. In addition, the contractors have poured almost all of the 

first-floor and second-floor slabs available.

The contractors have completed the demolition of the existing East Building. 

They are also moving forward with their work on the Agricultural Complex, 

including a new multi-species animal barn, swine rearing facility, heavy 

equipment storage barn, and dry/liquid manure storage. The new pasture 

area was also recently planted. 

In the MAC, contractors work through finishes on the ceiling, walls, and 

floor. In this area, the terrazzo floor is the most critical item with the longest 

duration, so the focus has been to install everything above the ceiling as 

efficiently as possible. Along with this, in the MAC’s kitchen, contractors 

are moving forward with work to allow preparation for flooring in the 

next couple of months. This will permit the contractors to bring in kitchen 

equipment and begin connections. 

The district will have the MAC open on February 6, 2022, from 2-4 p.m., when 

we will host an open house and a 50th-anniversary celebration. The public is 

welcome to attend this event!

The project has now surpassed the 50% mark regarding the amount 

of total construction and fiscal expenditures. The district still expects 

project completion in January 2024. A great deal of work remains to be 

accomplished, and we will continue to be vigilant in our overwatch of the 

entire expansion and remodeling project. 

As always, thank you for your continued support of the district, our staff, and, 

especially, our students!

Noah Curtin (Huber Heights) is 
attending MVCTC in the Heating, 
Ventilation, & Air Conditioning 
program and is the second MVCTC 
Pre-Apprenticeship student to 
be employed at Emerson Climate 
Technologies Helix Innovation Center 
at the University of Dayton.

MVCTC offers three opportunities for Work-Based Learning:  Internship, Pre-
Apprenticeship, and Advanced Placement. The MVCTC Work-Based Learning 
Program is a unique opportunity for career technical students to enter a highly 
skilled occupation their senior year. MVCTC has an Ohio State Apprenticeship 
Council Recognized Pre-Apprenticeship Program. Students receive on-the-
job training with a sponsoring employer and related technical instruction at 
MVCTC for the skills needed to succeed in their career field. The program 
allows them to earn high school credits, career technical training, real-life work 
experience, and a paycheck, while still in high school. 

Currently, 94 seniors at MVCTC are participating in a Work-Based Learning 
Program including internships and pre-apprenticeship opportunities. The 
average wage for Interns/Pre-Apprenticeship is $12.50 per hour, and since the 
beginning of the 2021-2022 school year, these students have earned $152,000.
